On Sunday, we begin with an
optional, non-ticketed
community event.

Our main
festival, ticketed event on
the Sunday begins after
lunch, at St Marylebone
Parish Church.

The two venues are about
15-20 minutes’ walk apart
(or 1-2 short Tube stops).
Mercato Mayfair is a food
hall - perfect for grabbing
lunch or snacks during the
community event.

Both locations are in
walkable areas. Hyde Park is
nearby if you want a stroll
between events!
